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Maths: Everybody Can
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At Royton Hall we believe there is no such thing as a ‘maths person’ – no-one is born with a maths brain and no-one is born without: everyone has the potential to succeed in Maths.  In all our lessons, it is important that our children understand how, with hard work, practice and belief, they will be successful in their maths work.  Children are encouraged to talk about their work, discuss and explain their ideas and feel confident that mistakes and ‘re-thinks’ are all part of the mathematical learning process.  Indeed, mistakes are celebrated as research shows that thinking about errors encourages ‘our brain to grow’ helping us to learn more.  
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It is crucial that as a parent you promote the idea of a ‘growth mindset’.  This means that children understand that with effort and hard work they can make progress in their work.  Children (and adults) with a ‘fixed mindset’ believe that being good at something is already set and something they cannot control.  This can have implications on your child’s capacity for learning.
