· Early Years language champion
· Training for individual Speech and language needs provided by NHS SALT
· Non-teaching SENDCo 3 days per week
· 2 Emotional Literacy Support Assistants (ELSA)
· Full time Pastoral Lead
· Mental Health Support Therapist in school 1 day per week
· Teaching Assistant in every class
· Teaching assistants all trained in EEF strategies and Heuristic model
· SMART target training 
· Provision mapping and intervention support 

Examples of universal Offer: 
· Visual timetable in every classroom
· Access to quiet areas
· Flexible grouping of children for learning
· Work adapted to pupil’s needs

Key Strengths:
· Organisation of SEND folders and chronologies implemented 
· Early Identification of Need via the graduated response. 
· Internal referral process established and teachers regularly meet with SENDCo to discuss children and any emerging needs. 
· Children are flexibly grouped in classes, mixed ability, ability, talk partners and social groupings. This is dependent on the subject and task and changes throughout the day. 
· Termly SEN reviews with parent, class teacher and SENDCo to discuss progress, review objectives and decide on next steps
